• Thad Cochran sent a letter to President Obama’s Secretary of Education Arne Duncan to 

“express [his] support for … the Race to the Top Fund.” (Letter dated May 27, 2010)

• Thad Cochran voted for No Child Left Behind (RC #371, 12/18/01).
• Thad Cochran voted to create the federal Department of Education (04/30/79)

• Thad Cochran voted for national education testing and to establish that the National 
Assessment Governing Board have exclusive authority over all policies for establishing and 
implementing voluntary national tests.  (RC #234, 09/11/97)

• Thad Cochran was an early sponsor of the bill to create a new U.S. Department of Education, 
saying  “‘The fact is I was an early sponsor [of] that bill as a Congressman. It’s not just 
something I did this year.’” (Clarion-Ledger, 12/9/79)

• Thad Cochran   voted on a party line vote with Democrats, against the Republican-controlled 
Senate, to add $559 million into Federal education.  (The Associated Press, 10/4/1983)

Chris McDaniel fi rmly opposes all attempts by the Federal Government to take over 
Mississippi’s education system, whether through Common Core or President Obama’s 
Race to the Top Initiative.

Chris’s wife, mother-in-law and father were all public school educators, and Chris’s son is 
enrolled in a public school in Ellisville, and Chris has long championed public education.
